What does this mean?  Students who are at benchmark goals or above are on target for grade level material.  Benchmark students should continue reading practice every night and guided support will be provided in the classroom.

Students who are below benchmark need additional reading time.  This requires a partnership between the teacher, the student, and the parent or guardian.  Everyone has to do what can be done to help the student attain success.

What can I do at home to help my child excel?

	1.  Read to your child.  Read together.  Let your child read to you.  (I read. We read.  You read.)

2. Make flash cards with words that your child is having trouble reading.  Go over the words on the cards with your child daily until they know them.  

3. Make or get recordings of books on tape and let your child listen to the story as he/she follows along in the book.

4. Record your child reading and have him or her listen to it.  (Did they read like they talk?)

5. Partner read with your child.  Read one page and have your child read the next page.

These are a few suggestions.  Choose whichever works for your child’s need.  The most important thing is that you READ!!
